Assembly instructions

The Eich gysterm of spring bush bearngs simplifies installation.
Special positioning &t the shatt or the bom is not necessary. In
general bearing tolerances are aligned o b7 FHF —other fitzcan
be adjusted without problems.

The 'mounting principle’ of pre-bad results from the chosen
diameter for innerand outer spring bush ring: unmounted, the inner
apring bush diameter i smaller than the shaft diameter; and again
unmounted the outer=pring bushing's diameter is bigger companed
to the bome diameter.

Befomre installation check the mentioned diameter ratioof inner ring
to shatt and outer ring to bore.

Installation of the inner spring bush. Twd hoolcwrenc hes aid the
in=tallation of the innerspring bush. Place the wrenches at the two

opposite ends of the innersping bush and turn them inopposite
dirctions, thus enlarging the diameter. Opened like this the 2pring
bush canegszily be positioned on the shaft. After releazing the hook
wienzhes, pressthe windings of the bushes in axial directions,
tapping the bushing gently with g piece of hamd wood or g copper
harmmer.

installed using a lever. The nut in the lever corresponds to the wall

thickness of the outer spring bush.

Hold the euter spring bush at an angle against the bore, so that the
start of the winding fits inte the bore. Using the lever, turn the outer

spring bush in a clockwise direction and push it into the bore.

In the case of bearings ID>250mm or
problematic locations it might occur that the rollers cant at the
respective rings (OR/IR). To aid installation use appropriate rings as
lead-in chamfer or bevel. The conical ring helps to center the rollers
and the roller cage is then placed easily between inner and outer

ring of the spring bush bearing.
